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Show Them You Care – an appeal from the heart

The strays entering our ABC (Animal Birth Control) programme often arrive at our Health Centre suffering 
from severely debilitating disease and injury. At SCAD, we do all we can to nurse them back to health. 
They have no-one else to care for them - please donate if you can.

Here are five ways to show you care…

Bt 600 (US$20) covers a simple spay for a medium sized female dog.

Bt 750 (US$25) covers a spay and full vaccination course (rabies, distemper, parvovirus, 
leptospirosis, parainfluenza and adenovirus).

Bt 1,500 (US$50) covers a spay, full vaccination course, mange treatment, chemo-therapy and 
aftercare to aid recovery from CTVTs (canine transmissible venereal tumours).

Bt 6,000 (US$200) will enable sterilisation of 10 female stray dogs, preventing untold thousands of 
unwanted puppies over the years.

Bt 7,500 (US$250) will contribute significantly to the X-rays, surgery and post-operative care 
needed for canine road traffic victims.

The sad reality is that of the 300,000 dogs living in intolerable conditions on 
Bangkok's streets, 60% suffer the ravages of Sarcoptic Mange, often referred to 
as Scabies. The disease manifests itself as unbearably itchy skin causing 
constant scratching which results in hair loss, cracked and painful skin and 
secondary infections. In addition to this dreadful affliction, approximately 7% of 
stray dogs suffer from painful tumours caused by a sexually transmitted infection 
(CTVT). Left untreated, this disease is fatal.

At SCAD, our veterinarian works tirelessly towards preventing or remedying these and other distressing 
conditions. Adding further benefit for the strays, our spay/neuter efforts relieve them of the added burden 
of continual pregnancies, ensuring that no more puppies are born into a world that cannot defend them.

Sweet Thai
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The SCAD Experience

etween August and November 2007 I decided to have a break from my job back in the UK and 
spend 3 months with my Dad and family in Bangkok whilst fulfilling my dream to undertake charity 
work. In my previous 6 visits to Bangkok I had noticed a lot of street dogs and found myself wishing 
I could do something to help them. A little bit of investigation is all it took to find out about the 

wonderful SCAD and it wasn’t long before I made contact with Wendy and arranged a visit to the SCAD 
Health Centre. After about 3 visits I was soon making good friends with the SCAD team and the dogs 
stopped barking at me! I think I spent at least 3 days a week helping out, mainly scrubbing kennels and 
occasionally dogs! Of course it’s not all hard work – the dogs and puppies have so much love to give and 
although at times it can be heartbreaking, there are also those special moments when a dog or cat gets 
adopted or is brought back to life through SCAD treatment. 

While I was there, hundreds of strays came in for sterilisation and 
many were treated for various ailments. I have to say that there 
would never be as many dogs sterilised if it wasn’t for the ‘boys’ and 
their brave catching techniques and the speedy veterinary skills of 
Dr. Komkrit and crew. However, quite a few cats and dogs realise
we are the good people and don’t require much persuasion to get 
into the SCAD truck - especially our little Sai Mai who appeared out 
of nowhere one Saturday afternoon in September. 

Little Sai Mai (I’ve seen rats in Bangkok that are bigger) was found 
near a temple with claws 
curling round her paws, 
riddled with fleas and ticks 

and a tumor on her tail. It was clear that she was previously 
owned and my guess is once she grew out of puppy stage and 
also developed a tumor, she was dumped. It’s amazing she 
survived against the bigger dogs on the street but she was one of 
the friendliest dogs I’ve ever met. It only took a couple of days to 
kill the fleas off and a week or so to be sterilised and have the 
tumor removed. It was clear from Day 1 that she would be up for 
adoption and in November 2007 Sai Mai left the SCAD centre for 
a new loving home in Bangkok.

Volunteering at the SCAD Health Centre or Re-Homing Centre is very therapeutic and a great way to keep 
fit! If you’re not afraid of hard work and love animals then I’m sure your help would be very much 
appreciated. Even better, if you can provide a loving permanent or temporary home for an animal then 
please contact SCAD. These Soi Cats and Dogs do really make a loving pet.

2 weeks after adoption:

Hi to the SCAD team! I have been very busy at work since Clover’s arrival, (I teach nursing at a 
community college) and my husband Brian has been having cardiac problems and so there have been 
many doctor’s visits and evaluative tests done. He is scheduled to have a repair of his thoracic aneurysm 
on 12 /11 in Boston. But to focus on our sweet Clover (aka Alba): she has been the best medicine in the 
world. At a time of worry and fear she has totally bonded with Brian from the moment we met her. She 
never leaves his side and continually makes him laugh and has been a wonderful distraction from the 
upcoming surgery. I truly believe she was sent to us at this time when we needed a boost and her 
presence.

I think she has settled in beautifully. She sleeps all night, has never 
had an accident and is beside herself with joy when we get up in the 
morning. Yes it’s been quite cold here but we have a great flannel 
coat for her, and that’s kept her warm. She knows when she sees us 
get the coat it means a walk or a romp outdoors and she gets very 
excited. Even in the short time she has been with us I think her own 
sparse coat has grown quite a bit in response to our cold climate. I 
can see that keeping her free of tangles will be a challenge - even 
with daily brushing she tend to get snarls. But she has been 
pretty good about letting me groom her and clean her eyes every 
day. To our surprise, Clover is very playful. She loves other dogs and 
is ready to play anytime.

6 weeks after adoption:
My husband is home from his open-heart surgery (on Dec 11) and is 
making good progress. So we have many blessings to be thankful for 
this holiday season.

We wondered if she has a fear of snakes - we noticed that she is very 
frightened of our sand filled door draft-dodger and wired Christmas 
ribbons. She’s also terrified of an ornament I have - a very small 
cement bunny with glass eyes about 8 inches long. Possibly it 
reminds her of a rat! Just guessing of course ... I have been surprised 
at how visual she is and how she does not use her scent as much as I 
thought she would to explore her environment. Visual images startle 
her a lot - crazy stuff ... like a bag of popcorn, the skirt under the 
christmas tree ... But overall she is doing fine and having lots of fun 
exploring and learning about her new home and yard. She has made a friend who is a Husky, and he has 
taught her how much fun it is to play in the snow. Please send our thanks for all your wonderful work at 
SCAD and the amazing adoption process you implemented that made Clover’s adoption so perfect, with 
every detail in place!

Children, Cats and a dose of 
Compassion

s a teacher at The American School of Bangkok, 
I have always loved children, but my other love is 
animals. When I arrived at ASB, I quickly 

realized that I would be working with both. Our school 
campus is similar to many international schools in that it 
blends the outdoors into its classrooms. Unlike the 
schools at home, every hall is open to the outside world 
and the various furry creatures that share that space. I 
first spotted a cat when I saw a member of our janitorial 
staff dishing out leftovers under one of the stairwells. 
As many Thais do, our maids were always sure to 
leave some food for the cats who found their way onto 
our school property. Because of the availability of food, 
ASB quickly developed a feline following. However, 
along with our new captivated audience came kittens 
and more kittens until I met Claire and Wendy, who are 
part of the team that makes up the tireless backbone of
SCAD. 

Through our Community Service Program, The American School of 
Bangkok had begun helping SCAD by bringing our students to walk dogs 
and by running a drive to collect food and other much needed supplies. 
Through this involvement, I learned of SCAD’s neutering and spaying 
program. When SCAD came to our school to present to our students, I 
was astonished to learn that every cat left unfixed has the potential to 
produce approximately 47,000 offspring. After assessing the situation, 
ASB officially became a spay and neuter project for SCAD. 

Over the course of the next few weeks, I coordinated the combined efforts 
of our maids, service staff and students. With the help of trapping cages, the patience of our staff and the 
stealth of our students, we caught the adult cats one by one. I still remember being in the middle of 
Macbeth and having a student come barging in to proudly say, “Mrs. Emily, we got another one! Come 
quick!” What I did not realize at the time was that this effort had kindled a sense of empowerment in our 
students, by virtue of the impact they could make by simply fixing a few cats. 

I have officially become the ‘cat lady’ at our school. Through the work and 
generosity of our students during the SCAD Drive and their exposure to our 
campus cats, they have become much more eager to improve the lives of the 
stray animals in Bangkok. They know that their actions DO make a difference. 
They see the need for their compassion and continue to experience the 
reward for their actions. As schools across Bangkok become involved by 
hosting SCAD at their fairs and running drives to collect items for the animals, 
they are educating their students to be compassionate at the same time. 
Watching our students take ownership of this problem and realize how easy it 
is to effect change has been a rewarding experience for me as a teacher and 
a cat lady. As our school has open hallways to the world of animals, our 
students now have open hearts to their plight.
